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Article heading (no more than 3 lines)

An annotation in the language of main body of the article should briefly reflect the structure of the article, be informative and help the reader to understand whether it is necessary to read the whole text. The size of annotation should be at least 550 characters without spaces including key words. 
Keywords: 4–7 key words and (or) phrases that are enclosed in commas and accurately display field of research.
Introduction
General Problem Statement. It is exposition of current state of the problem, its connection with important scientific and practical objectives, topicality and areas of solution.

Analysis of the Recent Research and Publications. It is the identification certain theoretical and practical results that were received by other authors in this regard with references to their works. For example: "In the works [1; 3–5] described methods, which take into account…".
Aim of the Research. It is the statement of main idea of given publication, improvement, supplement or deepening of already known approaches. The purpose of article appears from statement of the problem and analysis of previous researches and publications according to research topic.
Main part
The main provisions and results of scientific research, personal ideas, patterns, connections, trends, description of the experiment, the method of obtaining and analysing the actual material, the author's personal contribution to the achievement and realization of the basic conclusions, etc. should be.
Set up of formulas is conducted in MS Equation or MathType formula editors.
Prohibits the use of formulas set up graphic objects, tables and editor Formula Word 2007-2016.

Select menu "Size" – "Identify" and enter the following sizes: normal – 10 pt font size; large index – 8 pt; small index – 7 pt; large symbol – 14 pt; small symbol – 10 pt. 
Select menu "Style" – "Define" check "Text" and "Variable" – "Italic", "Vector-Matrix" – "Bold".
Symbols used in the article (formulas, figures, tables and texts) should be similar and set up in MS Equation or MathType formula editors.

For example. Under effective echoing ratio describes a magnitude which is determined by formula:
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where 
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 – object distance from receiving antenna; 
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 – unitary vector of polarization receiving and transmitting antenna corresponding;
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 – field of diffraction by object in the direction of receiving antenna. 
Figures and tables are placed after first reference in the text (Fig. 1 or Table 1).
Figures and tables should contain information about the source from where they were taken. The following options are possible (Fig. 1 and Tab. 1):

– developed by the author (s);

– developed by the author (s) based on the data [source number with indication of page number];

– [reference number indicating the page number].

It is allowed to place large figure and tables in single column (up to 16,5 cm).
The reference list should include not less than 12 sources, for review articles at least 20 sources. 

The author must guarantee the validity of the mentioned sources and, if necessary, to provide them to the editorial board. Reference list can not include:

– textbooks, unofficial sites and forums;

– more than 30% of sources for materials of scientific conferences (seminars) and dissertations. It is most advisable to use other scientific works of these authors.

References to sources in the text of the article should be given in square brackets and separated by semicolons, for example [4, 7], [3–5].

The reference list should be formatted according to the main rules of Harvard style BSI (British Standards Institution):

– bibliographic records should always start from the surname of the author, then, after comma, initials (there are no blanks between initials), the date of publication in brackets; two authors should be separated by "and" without commas; several authors would be separated by commas but the last surname should be separated by "and" without comma;

– extract from the publication, the title of the research papers from the journals, chapters in the books are given in "inverted commas";

– the title of the journal or the book is always given in italics;

– the name of a publisher is given before the place of publication;

– commas are used to separate the elements of the bibliographic records;

– for sources in Ukrainian, that are given in "References", titles of the papers from journals, chapters in the books should be given in Latin alphabet (transliteration) in "inverted commas" and with the translation in English in square brackets.

Conclusions
Conclusions should contain brief summary of the scientific problem solution (task) that was received in the process of analyzing the selected material, assessment and generalization. 
Their independence, novelty, theoretical and (or) applied meaning focusing on quantitative measure of obtained results.
Attention is payed to the introduction into scientific circulation of new facts, conclusions, recommendations, regularities or clarifications known earlier, but not sufficiently studied. Information on the reliability and novelty of the obtained results in the process of scientific research on the basis of which new theoretical approaches and patterns have to be established and the ways of their application for specific practical needs have to be indicated.
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
